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The Foster Youth Education Fund (FYEF) is dedicated to empowering former foster 
youth in the Greater Sacramento Region by providing scholarships, resources, and support to 
help them achieve their educational and vocational goals.  

Our mission is to remove financial barriers, facilitate enrichment opportunities, and offer 
comprehensive assistance to foster youth, ensuring their successful transition into adulthood 
and fostering their personal and professional growth.  

The primary objectives of the Foster Youth Education Fund (FYEF) are to: 
• FYEF provides an average of 80 scholarships annually.  
• Raise and distribute grant funds for abused and neglected youth who are, have 

been in, or are emancipated from foster care.  
• Support the educational or vocational goals of these youth by providing 

scholarships and laptops.  
• Facilitate foster youth enrichment beyond the classroom through partnerships with 

various organizations.  
• Offer workshops on wellness, finances, career development, and job fairs for 

FYEF scholars.  
• Provide emergency assistance funds to prevent homelessness and support essential 

needs such as utilities, rental assistance, car repairs, car insurance, and childcare.  
 

FYEF scholarships provide financial assistance for expenses such as: 
• Housing 
• Transportation 
• Tuition 
• Food 
• Other related educational or vocational costs  
 

Beyond scholarships, FYEF supports foster youth through various initiatives: 
• Facilitating enrichment activities through partnerships with organizations like 

Broadway Sacramento, Music Circus, Crocker Museum, Sacramento Kings, and 
Sacramento Republic FC.  

• Hosting a fashion show to foster leadership, teamwork, and public speaking skills 
among foster youth.  
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Only 3% of former foster youth graduate with a college degree.  The Foster Youth Education
